


Push for Al-related copyright exceptions

« Push by multinational tech companies and representatives/allies
» Support from Productivity Commission (PC)

* PC interim report differentiates:
—Al model training, including for Generative Al

—‘all forms of analytical techniques that use machine-read material to identify patterns,
trends and other useful information’, for example to ‘produce large datasets that can
be interrogated through statistical analysis’

* PC roundtable:
—exception for ‘publicly available internet material’
—‘copyright status unclear’

* Proponents say they want a text and data mining (TDM) exception

‘Publicly available internet material’

- Terms of use differ, e.g.
—View only
—Personal use only
— Not-for-profit use only
— Creative Commons licences (various forms)
—No terms of use

* We license material available from the internet where outside terms of use, e.g.
—Education sector licences
—Business sector blanket licences
—Media monitoring web scraping licence
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Alignment of tech sector with school sector

« School sector:
—longstanding campaign for free exception for internet material

- We say:
—Rightsholders should be able to set terms of use when they publish online
— Otherwise disincentive to publish online: contrary to public interest

* ‘Uncertainty’ from different terms of use:
— If tech companies can invent Al, then they can manage different terms of use
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
